Parents/Families can volunteer in the
classroom, in the office, at events, serving on the PTG, and more.

Parent Survey: Parents will be surveyed at least once a year to determine their perception of the effectiveness of
the Title | program; academic guality of Title | schools; and strategies to increase participation of parents who are
economically disadvantaged, disabled, imited English proficient, etc. Revisions will be made as needed.
